Cement is undoubtedly the most
important, and widely used, building
material in the modern age. It's used in
homes, in office buildings, roads, bridges
and infrastructure in general. The amount
of cement consumed in a country each year
isanindicator of its pace of socio-economic
developmentand progress.

Nevertheless, its per capita cement
consumption at 140kg is on the lower side
in its immediate region (with China & India
around) and much lower when measured
against a global consumption average of
400kg. On a positive note: it indicates that
the industry has significant potential to see
growth with the development of the
country.

Cement production in Pakistan is
estimated to be between 46- 49 million
tons, with an expected expansion to 76
million tons by 2020

It is widely accepted in the world that the
quality of Pakistani cement is second to
none. Pakistan is the country, which has
been exporting cement to the cement
manufacturing countries such as India. It is
a fact that the Indians appreciate the
quality of the Pakistani cement compared
totheirown.

Pakistan,acementexporterto South Africa,
Irag, India, Afghanistan etc., does not

heavily rely on export of cement since the
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domestic requirement is more than
sufficient to make the Pakistani cement
manufacturers go for more and more
investment and expansion plans. At the
same time, export is an advantage never to
be missed. Out of 159 cement producing
countries and territories, Pakistan is one of
the leading manufacturers in terms of
quality.

Data from the Pakistan Bureau of
Statistics shows that cement exports
grew by 40% year-on-year to 6.41Mt in
the financial year to the end of June
2019 from 4.56Mt in the same periodin
2018

Local demand of cement in Pakistan could
never be satiated since urbanizationis quite
rapid and the infrastructure development
plans are on the go due to burgeoning
population. China is the largest cement
producer in the world by installed capacity
and production with over 2,500 million
metric tonnes of cement. India produces
over 280 million metric tonnes of cement.
The USA being the third largest cement
produces over 83 million metric tonnes.
Iran is one the leading global cement
producers with over 80 million metric tons.
Pakistan is also considered one of the
leading cement manufacturers with around
49 million tonnes and the expansion plans
do suggest that Pakistan would be
producing over 70 million tonnes in a
coupleofyears.

Pakistan's housing backlog reaching ten
million suggests that there are promising
prospects for the cement industry to grow
inthe daysto come since housesin Pakistan
are made of concrete unlike some countries
where houses are built of wood, the USA
being the prime instance. In addition to it,
the infrastructure development plans of
the incumbent government along with the
industrialization process bode well for the
cementmanufacturers.

CEMENT INDUSTRY'S CONTRIBUTION
TOTHEECONOMY

The cement industry contributes billions to
Pakistan's economy. In 2016, it contributed
approximately Rs. 20 billion to the national
exchequer alone, over Rs. 40 billion is
added to country's GDP annually. The
Karachi Stock Exchange lists 21 companies
in the cement sector with the net worth of
these companies around Rs. 25 billion.
Some of the companies operate multiple
plants in various cities. As per APCMA,
there are currently 24 cement plants in
Pakistan.

Over 50% of the demand for cement is by
the builders for multifarious housing
projects whereas the rest comes for
infrastructure development. Pakistan's
road networkandits developmentis of core
significance since over 90% national
passenger traffic and freight movement
takes place by land so the requirement of
more and more roads is always there.
Pakistan's domestic consumption stands at
41.147 metrictonnes currently, which is set
to witness a surge owing to CPEC in
particular and investment from the Gulf
countriesingeneral.

GOVERNMENT EYES 8,000MW OFRENEWABLE ENERGY

ISLAMABAD: The government aims toadd
7,000 to 8,000 megawatts of renewable
energy to the grid system within the next
fouryears,aministersaid on Wednesday.

Minister of Economic Affairs Hammad
Azhar said governments in past have been
importing coal for cheap energy
production. “Nonetheless, the
transportation cost of that coal wasso high
that the cost of electricity generation
soared almost two times,” Azhar said. He
was addressing the annual international
conference of Applied Economics
ResearchCentre.

The renewable energy policy envisaged a
score of incentives for investors who plan
to set up alternative energy plants. The
objectiveisto bring up share of renewable
electricitygenerationintoenergy mixfrom
the presentlessthan 2%. Foreigninvestors
expressedinterestinexploringinvestment
opportunitiesinthesector.

Denmark has offered to transfer
micro/minipowertechnologies

Denmark has recently offered Pakistan
micro/mini power plant technologies.
They want to help the country achieve
energy security through shedding reliance

-

on costly thermal power generation. The
minister further said the reduction of
circular debt addition to zero is also under
progress. He shared some facts which
highlighted the resurging economy during
the past year. The minister informed the
audience about the major reasons behind
Pakistan’sstunted economicgrowth.

“Major reasons why Pakistan had been
facing higher revenue to expenditure gap
were low taxto GDP ratio, narrow tax base,
and undocumented economy,” he said.
“The present political regime has been
working on these three most pressing
challenges.”

Azhar said the kind of tax collection done
presently by theincumbent government is
qualitatively different than the ones done
in the past. Previously, the major chunk of
tax collection was exacted through
withholding taxes which are a form of
indirect taxation. “However, the aim of the
presentgovernmentistoensure maximum
collectionthroughdirecttaxation.”

World Bank’s latest Ease of Doing Business
Index2020

The minister said the country has emerged
as one of the biggest improvers in the
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World Bank’s latest Ease of Doing Business
Index 2020. We have jumped up 28 places
on the index and clinching the 108th
positioncomparedto136thlastyear.

“External and fiscal deficits are narrowing,
inflation is expected to decline and
growth, although slow, remains positive,”
he said. “However, sustaining sound
economic policies and advancing
structural reforms remain key priorities to
enhance resilience and pave the way for
strongerandsustainable growth.”

The minister said budgetary collections
are growing despite the ongoing
compression in imports. Inflationary
pressures are expected to recede soon,
measures to strengthen the social safety
net are being implemented and
development spending is being
prioritized.”

Azhar said the current account deficit has
also gone down by approximately 73
percent compared to last year. Exports,
during the past year, have gone up from
$45 billion to $65 billion. He emphasized
data-based research in the universities of
Pakistan.

ISLAMABAD: The federal government has
decided to appoint former Inter-Services
PublicRelations (ISPR) chief Lt Gen (r) Asim
Saleem Bajwa as the head of the China-

(CPECA)foraperiod offouryears.

President Dr. Arif Alvi had promulgated an
ordinance for the establishment of the
CPECA in Oct. The authority is aimed at
accelerating the pace of CPEC-related
activities, will find new drives of growth,
unlock the potential of the interlinked
production network and global value chains

throughregional and global connectivity. In
Aug, Prime Minister Imran Khan had
announced that the government was
forming a ‘China-Pakistan Economic
Corridor Authority (CPECA)’ to ensure
timely completion of corridor’s projects.

Presiding over a meeting at the Prime
Minister Office, PM Imran had said: “To
ensure uninterrupted progress on CPEC
projects, CPECAuthorityisbeingformed.” A
summary pertaining to the appointment of
Lt Gen (r) Asim Saleem Bajwa as the CPEC
Authority’s chairperson has been sent to
the Cabinet Division. The summary was
prepared by the Prime Minister’s Office.

It is expected that the approval of the
summary to appoint Lt Gen (r) Asim Saleem
Bajwa as the CPEC Authority’s head would
be given in the Cabinet’s upcoming
meeting, which is scheduled for Tuesday
nextweek.

Prime Minister Imran Khan would preside
the Cabinet meeting. He said the CEPCA
would help ensure coordination among the
departments concerned. “The completion
of CPEC will not only benefit Pakistan and
China but also the entire region,” the prime
minister hadsaid.

On the instructions of
Prime Minister Imran Khan, the ministry
has finalized the design of locally made SIM
cards and will start the manufacturing
process very soon. In the past, SIM cards
and smart cards were imported from China
and other countries. Ministry of
Information Technology (MolT) has
acquired the technology to manufacture
these items in Pakistan, which in the long
run will save Pakistan millions in imports,
make the telecom sector more efficientand
self-sustaining. Guidelines have also been
issued by the Ministry for
telecommunication firms, regarding strict
quality standards and price standardization
forthe consumers.

Ministry has completed its homework in
this regard. Also, the final design of locally
manufactured sim cards has been
prepared. For this, all relevant stakeholders
were taken on board. Earlier, these items
were imported from China and other
countries. The technology was acquired by
MolT to manufacture the cards in Pakistan.
This would help in reducing the import bill
ofthetelecomindustry.

PAKISTAN RAILWAY SUBMIT SUMMARY OF $9.2 BILLION TO
PLANNING COMMISSION

The Ministry of Railways has sent a
summary of $9.249 billion to the Planning
Commission for PC-1. For the expansion
and reconstruction of the existing line ML-
1. The project is related to the China
Pakistan Economic Corridor (CPEC). After
the approval of PC-1, phase 1 is expected to
be completed in four years, phase 2 in five
years and phase 3 will be completed in
seven years. China will be providing the
loanforthe projectfor30years.

After #CPEC, the speed of trains will be 160
kilometers per hour and the number of
passengertrains will also be increased to 30
by 2024, and 40 by 2030. Similarly, the
number of cargo trains will be 18 by 2024
and 30 by 2030. The first PC-1 was sent to
the Planning Commissionin 2016 and three
years were wasted waiting for approval due
tosomeobjections.

The #CPEC ML-1 will pave the way for a
Karachi—-Peshawar track stretching 1,872
kilometers while the speed of the train
would be 160 kilometers per hour. A

summary of speed up-gradation of trains
will also be sent to the Planning
Commission. Around $2.368 billion will be
spent on CPEC project phase-1. While
phase 2 will cost $3.267 billion and phase 3
will costaround $3.676 billion.

The CPEC project head in the ministry of
railways is Basharat Waheed. He has
prepared the feasibility report and has sent
it to Planning commission and the
governmentof China.

Projectsand Phases

In phase 1, the Kaluwal track will be
upgraded to 52 kilometers along with the
construction of a dual-track. The track
between LalaMusa to Rawalpindi will be
upgraded. While the track from Peshawar
to Naushehra and the railway Walton
academy willbe upgraded.

It also decided that the distance of 183-
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kilometers between Rohri and Nawabshah
will be covered by upgrading the speed of
the train to 160-kilometers per hour. In
phase-2 the 339-kilometer track between
Multan and Lahore will also be upgraded to
run trains up to a speed of 160-kilometers
perhour.

A new track will be constructed between
Lahore and Lala Musa. While the 182-
kilometers track between Keamari to
Hyderabad will also be upgraded, alongside
constructingadryportinHavelian.Inphase
3, a new track will be constructed besides
upgrading the 174-kilometers track
between Rawalpindi and Peshawar. The
upgrading of 749-kilometers double track
between Multan and Hyderabad, the
purchase of locomotives and cargo
carriagesareincludedinthis phase.

Tenders will be called upon after the
approval of the PC-1. The timeframe will be
set for three months and afterward the
project will beimplemented fully.

The MoU was
signed by Moonis Alvi, CEO-KE, and Ahsan
Zafar Syed, CEO-Engro Energy at KE’s head
office.

Through the project, Karachi’s municipal
solid waste will be reduced by 3,000 tons
per day to generate electricity, which will
play a key role in addressing the
municipality’s waste issue and
simultaneously contribute to meeting the
city’sgrowing powerneeds.

To
propose a suitable mechanism for its
collection, sorting, and transportation to
the project site. Construction of the plant
will commence after land acquisition,
tariff determination and other required
approvals.

KE is actively working to diversify its fuel
mix towards clean energy. In this regard,
two 25-year EPAs with IPPs have already
been signed for addition 100 MW of
renewable energy to KE’s system. Solar
power has already commenced.
Additionally, KE is also evaluating another
300 MWs of renewable projects. To further
increase the share of renewable energy
based on solar, wind and biogas, in its
system. The power utility has always been
a responsible and environment-friendly
organization which is reflected in its
environmental sustainabilityinitiatives.

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WATER AND SANITATION EXPERTS
LAUD'S PAKISTAN INITIATIVES

Islamabad: Pakistan’s strong political will
to address water, sanitation, and hygiene
(WASH) issues is visible. All it requires is
right infrastructure, better governance
capacity, and effectiveinvestment.

The views expressed by Chief Executive for
WaterAid Tim Wainwright and Tim Clark,
Chairman Board of Trustees WaterAid
while talkingto The News. WaterAidisa UK
based INGO working globally in WASH
sector and has several projects in the
country including partnership with the
government in the Clean Green School
Programme (CGSP) and Clean Green
Pakistan Index. Tim Wainwright and Tim
Clarkarevisiting Pakistantolaunch several
initiatives with the government. Most
prominent among those is the launch of
Clean Green Pakistan Index, country’s first-
ever barometer to measure green
characterandcleanlinessofcities.

Talking to The News, Tim Wainwright said
that usually, WASH loses out to more
visible infrastructure like roads and power.
He gave examples of countrieswherethere
areshiny highways passing smalltowns but
women walk for kilometres to fetch water.
“However we see the realisation at the
political level in Pakistan,” he said. He
expressed hope that social media would
bring real change as it is bringing
communities together and putting right
pressureonthegovernments.

Talking about the barriers faced by WASH
initiatives around the world, he said that
there are two big shifts making it difficult
to manage WASH governance including
climate change and urbanization. “Climate
change is making everything more
extreme and people without water and
sanitation are at greater risk.” He said that
extension of urban centers is usually
unplanned and arteries are not put down
for water and sanitation thus instead of
improved facilities, such populations end
upwithpooraccessto WASH.

Behavioral change in government on
WASH

He praised the political will and framing of
WASH by the Government of Pakistan.
Which includes a lot of words for behavior
change. “India, on the other hand, is more
infrastructure-focused,” he said. While
suggesting the government to make WASH
a priority in the budget. “The
government’s interest, governance and
investment attract foreigninvestment and
donorstoinvestinthesamesector.”

Tim also advised the government to go for
sustainable solutions. “People may want
this to done quickly but lasting solutions
take time. It’s good to put pressure but
putting too much pressure for quick

A
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solution can sometimes result in
compromiseonquality.”
